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Abstract 
The main aim of this study is to find out role of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area. four specific purposes and four corresponding research questions were raised to guide the study. The literatures related to this study were reviewed under conceptual framework, theoretical and empirical studies. The research design adopted for this study was survey design. The population of the study comprised the secondary school students in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area with the population of 15,675 students in 15 secondary schools in the area.  Simple random sampling technique was used to select 385 secondary schools students were selected from the selected five schools for the sampling. The instrument used to obtain information was structured questionnaire. The instrument used was validated by three lecturers in the school of Education Godfrey Okoye University Enugu. The test-retest reliability procedure of 0.75 reliability index was adopted. The data collected were analyzed using mean. Therefore, the findings of the study showed that role of citizenship education which are Establishing a community education program for the prevention of child abuse and trafficking, Develop awareness raising and educational courses about Hiv and Aids and human trafficking, Train community leaders regarding the manipulation of religious practice in human trafficking. Based on these, the study recommended that Special adult education program may be initiated to cover those parents who remain illiterate and ignorant. There is a need to train teachers in modern methodologies of teaching. Special emphasis may be given to for treating the children in a civilized and nice way. 
CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

 
Citizenship Education according to Obiadi (2018) is the type of education which teaches what it entails to be a citizen of a community, his responsibilities in the society, his limitations and the fundamental rights he is supposed to enjoy as enshrined in the Constitution. It is about enabling people to make their own decisions and to take responsibility for their own lives and their communities and also teaches why it is important for one to be patriotic to the country and love his countrymen so that unity, progress and stability will be realized. 

Citizenship education helps learners to develop self-confidence and successfully deal with significant life changes and challenges such as bullying and discrimination; gives them a voice in the life of their schools, in their communities and in society at large; enables them to make positive contributions by developing the expertise and experience needed to claim their rights and understand their responsibilities; helps to produce motivated and responsible learners, who relate positively to each other, to staff and to the surrounding community; helps to create an active and responsible citizenry, willing to participate in the life of the nation and the wider world and play its part in the democratic process; and among others, prepares them for the challenges and opportunities of adult and working life Okonkwo (2011).

 
 Education comes from the latin world “Educare” which means to “draw out”. Education is a process which is viewed as an instrument for transmitting cultural heritage from elders to young ones. In this process, one learns a trade or skill. Education can also be considered as a tool to be used for the interrogation of individuals into the society to achieve self realization, develop consciousness, promote unity and strive for social economic, scientific, cultural and technological process. With these meaning of education, it is a sure tool in curbing human trafficking and also to create awareness in every human trafficking and there is dignity in realizing your dream and being educated will help you to attain any status in life. Thus, the result of this study will help to solve the problems arising from human trafficking.

Human trafficking involves force or coercion, as well as transport, of people for the purposes of labor and various forms of exploitation. Yet, this issue does not get the public attention necessary to combat the problem from local to global levels despite the many individuals and organizations working to address human trafficking, and despite the growth in the field of human trafficking research (Laczko, 2015). Roth (2014) illustrated the importance of the media in bringing attention to this social issue. In Thailand, a variety of NGOs operate with a variety of purposes including, but not limited to education and rehabilitation of rescued victims of trafficking as well as work to prevent exploitation of at-risk populations (Arnold & Bertone, 2007; Asia Watch, 1993; Beyrer & Stachowiak, 2003; Delaney, 2006). Human trafficking, as a field of research, is in its early stages, and connections to other disciplines have only begun to be established in the literature (Laczko, 2005). However, attention to the subject has rapidly grown in recent years garnering an increase in research, policy and practice.
Estimates of the size and scope of the issue are unreliable, in part due to the hidden nature of human trafficking. Human trafficking has numerous dimensions, including historical, political, economic, and social aspects that need to be explored in depth in order to more fully understand this complex topic. 

Human trafficking is an ugly fact of our society that is prevalent even today. Human trafficking is a world-wide problematic issue. Over the years, it has metamorphose into frig teeming growth rate, having reached its peak and without showing sign of reduction in parts of Africa, Eastern, Europe, the Caribbean’s and Latin American countries. It is crucial to note that the increase on the cases of human trafficking in Nigeria is due to the undaunted efforts of the operators and profiteers of the business who are quick to cite unprecedented poverty and the near absence of the basic necessities of life as their driving force. 

       Human trafficking has brought poor reputation in the country. Our main economic problem is human trafficking, since we began on the path of nationhood or society. The main obstacle for striding bodily on this path has been the human trafficking problem because of unemployment. As a result of this, there has been for the past few years’ steady drift away of young men into other countries. This has the chain result of our society being left under populated or underdeveloped. 

       Secondly, Nigeria has been bedeviled by myriad of problem most of the problems can be attributed to the pervasiveness of some of the ills that hamper the attainment of the development of the society. As a result of ills that currently hampers the development of the country; human trafficking has become widespread and now occupies a preeminent position among the ills that pervade the Nigerian society. While it may appear that the problem seem endemic in Imo State, there are indications that no parts of the country is immune from this social malaise that has ravaged many communities. The International Labour Organization (ILO) recently estimated that over 12 million Nigerian children are engaged in human labour James (2010). The survey also estimated that over 10, 000 Nigerian are engaged in prostitution in Italy which constitutes in the Italian sex market. Most of these women and girls are initially trafficked victims many people especially women and children are lured with the promise of good jobs and salaries and then sold into prostitution or bonded labour. Human trafficking is considered to be modern day slavery where many children and women are forcefully or fraudulently recruited, transported and harbored for sexual or labour exploitation. The victims of human trafficking are usually made to provide sex under threat and without consent. However, they are also used as laborers to work in field and fisheries, sweep shops or as domestic helps.

 Thirdly, human  trafficking is the fastest growing criminal industry in the world with the total annual revenue for trafficking in persons, not less than two hundred and fifty thousand persons, mostly female (i.e. 60% persons ranging from 12 years-18 years, while 40% persons above 18 years are trafficked across the Nigerian borders yearly Ifeanyi (2011). Based on these, the study aimed to find out the role of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area.
Statement of the Problems  

This study as a worldwide problem, frightens the growth rate of our economy, reducing lives of people in the world it has also brought poor reputation to the state. Because of unemployment human trafficking has increased particularly in Nigeria, they have gone in search for money which has led the state to be underdeveloped. The research is designed to view the immediate causes and effect of human trafficking in Nigeria and the role of citizenship education in controlling human trafficking. Because people had fail to recognize the effect it would bring to the state. The researcher hope that this project work would assist the society both at home and in school to reduce human trafficking. 
 Purpose of the Study 

The main purpose of the study is to find out the role of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area. Specifically, the study aimed to:  

1. determine the role of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area.
2. determine the effects of human trafficking among the youth.  

3. determine the causes of human trafficking on the teenagers.

4. ascertain the possible difficulties that the society encounters in human trafficking.    

Significance of the Study

Ministry of education: This study will be of great importance, as it will provide necessary information on the causes, effects and remedies to human
trafficking in Nigeria. It will also provide further research in combating trafficking in Nigeria. The study will also be useful for further purposes and for further researches into human trafficking within and outside the country.
Curriculum planner: The finding of these studies will serve as a base for curriculum planners to include course studies in secondary and higher institution curriculum so that undergraduates will learn the dangers of human trafficking. 

Curriculum executives: they will see the need to protect women and children against human trafficking and also develop a holistic blueprint in stamping it out from Nigeria 

Student: through this, the student will know they right from they left on the issues related to human trafficking.

Scope of the Study

The study aimed to cover the role of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area. Geographically, the study will use schools in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area.

Conceptual Framework

Concept of Education

Education in its broadest sense, is the means through which the aims and habits of a group of people is sustained from one generation to the next. Taylor (2007) perceives Education as “the transmission of culture which includes knowledge, belief, arts, morals, laws, customs and any other capability acquired by man as a member of the society”. Education plays an indispensable role in individual, regional, national and global development. Therefore, education is a major enterprise/aspect a country like Nigeria should invest in. Education is a fundamental instrument which differentiates a fully developed human being from other mammals. It is the criterion for measuring the mental, spiritual, political, and to some extent, the material development of man (Aliyu,
2004). Education is therefore, a necessary ingredient for a meaningful development for a man and woman as well as their society. Education, in other words, is the key to success of mankind. Whoever wants to operate a happy and successful life in this world of materialism should seek for education. Lazure (1996) states that for the life of mankind to be meaningful, purposeful goal-oriented, as well as living in peace and tranquility, and achieve societal concord, men and women must acquire a qualitative, functional, goal-oriented, useful, positively beneficial, and goal-oriented education. He further stated that, education is the basis, the invariable index for the socio-political, economic, physical, moral, spiritual, scientific and technological development of man and his society.
 Concept of Human Trafficking

Human trafficking is a serious crime and grave violation of human rights. Every year, thousands of men, women and children fall into the hands of traffickers in their own countries and abroad. Almost every country in the world is affected by trafficking, whether as a country of origin, transit or destination for victims. Ibrahim (2002) presented human trafficking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of persons by means of threat or use of force or coercion, of abduction of fraud vulnerability or the consent of a person having control over another person for the purpose of exploitation. Adedokun (2008) defined human trafficking as an illegal or immoral trading which involves slaves or human beings for the purpose of material gain.
United Nations Office on Drug and Crimes (UNODC) defines human trafficking as trafficking in persons as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harboring or receipt of persons, by means of threat or use of force or other forms of
coercion, of abduction of fraud, deception of the abuse of power or of a position of vulnerability or of the giving or receiving of payments or benefits to achieve the consent of a person for the purpose of exploitation. This exploitation shall include prostitution, sexual exploitation, forced labour or services, slavery or practices similar to slavery, servitude or the removal of organs.

Situational Report in Human Trafficking in Nigeria

The problem of human trafficking have been a general order of the day from all nooks and crannies of the nation as a result of object poverty, unemployment, illiteracy or selfish interest either by the parent of the victim or sometimes by their relations. A recent study was conducted on behalf of International Labour Organization (ILO) in locations that were already suspected to have a high population of trafficked children (Edigbo, 2000). These were sited in Owerri, Port Harcourt, Calabar, Lagos, Kano, Sokoto and Maiduguri. According to Kulu (2004), early in the year 2000, about 50 Nigerian citizens, mostly women, were also deported from Canada, America and Germany for illegal livelihood in these foreign countries. According to the United Nations in Nigeria (2005), Nigerians were trafficked to Europe, the Middle East and other
countries in Africa for the purpose of forced labour, domestic servitude, and sexual exploitation. Girls and women were trafficked to Italy, France, Spain, Netherland, Cote d’Voire and Benin. Children were trafficked for involuntary domestic and agricultural labour and street peddling within the country and to countries in west and central Africa. Both women and children were trafficked to Saudi Arabia. Human trafficking in Nigeria follows different strategies with women and children being the victims. Boys were trafficked primarily to work as forced bondage labourers, street peddlers and beggars, while girls were trafficked for domestic services, street peddling and commercial sexual exploitation. Children in rural areas were trafficked to urban centers to work as domestics, street peddlers, merchant traders and beggars. However, the Nigerian government is making effort to curtail the problem of trafficking in its domain. By employing the agencies in our borders like immigration service and others like NAPTIP.

Importance of Women Education

Women are the backbone of the society; therefore, educating them will help improve the healthy living and discipline of the people of that society. Eboh (2005) opines that the primary aim of women education is to prepare a woman for social, economic and above all, effective family care and maintenance of a happy home, which will lead to a stable family and society that promote national development. We can deduce that women education is non-self-centered, because women provide the first discipline at home. Therefore, educating women will lead to a disciplined society. Mohammed and One kata (2008) state that educating women folk is one of the steps forward in National development because men folk alone cannot successfully solve the problem of manpower shortage. The women should be given a special educational training in order to fully participate in the development of the nation. Moreover, it will not make them to look elsewhere for employment and become victims of trafficking.
         King and Hill (2013), note that one of the main functions of education is to prepare young people for adult life. If the girl-human  is provided with education at the right time, it shall broaden her horizon in which she will detect the ill of trafficking, not to talk of fallen victim. Moreover, King and Hill (2013) go further to explain the importance of investing on women education as they are the custodian of younger generation who are going to be the leaders of tomorrow. Educating women will enable them to discharge their responsibilities more effectively; by educating their children on how to become good citizens and shine away from the ills of the society. Education is the light and bedrock of any society. No nation develops above her education sector. Hence, Nigerian
education system should gear towards self-sufficiency and entrepreneurship to make the citizens fend for themselves

Role of Education in Citizenship Development

There is evidence to suggest that education is an important variable that can radically transform “passive” citizens into “active” ones (Almond and Verba 2015). Segel (2009),   had similar views which are summarized below:

i- A better-educated person feels a strong sense of duty to participate in the political life of the nation than the less educated person.

i- Education increases citizens’ political awareness.

The better educated the citizen is, the more involved he will be in the political matters.

iv-Educated citizens feel a greater sense of political efficacy.

Acquisition of knowledge liberates the mind and permits it to see merits in a variety of contradictory suggestions. It increases its tolerance for the unfamiliar and unorthodox. The importance of education in the development of citizenship has some implications for this study, which investigated the effects of Citizenship education in promoting political awareness of secondary school students. It therefore becomes imperative that the students internalize the aspects of citizenship: namely participation, discussion, voting and equality as identified by Thompson (2000). It is only the involvement of students in the above aspects that they could be socialized into the culture of participating, discussion and voting in politics.

Nature of Citizenship education  

There are many definitions of Citizenship education, but there is a general consensus that Citizenship education   is the study of man and his environments. This view was supported by Obemeata (2003) when he opined that various interpretations and views have been expressed as to the philosophical position of Citizenship education   by Citizenship education educators. But he doubted any agreement among Citizenship education educators on what Citizenship education   is or is expected to be. The National Council of Citizenship education   (2006) defined Citizenship education   as “a field of study which deals with man, his relations with other men and his environment”. The Mombasa Conference (2008) defined Citizenship education as “the learning of man and his interactions with his environment”. The (2011) Committee on Primary Citizenship education, Ibadan, defined Citizenship education   as “those common learning of man’s interaction with his Social and physical environment”. Adaralegbe (1980) described Citizenship education   as “a study of how man influences and in turn is influenced by his physical, Social, political, religious, economic, psychological, scientific and technological environment”.  Dubey and Barth (2010) expressed that Citizenship education   is the investigation of human activity. It Studies man at home, at work, at workshop, in politics, at play in the village, at church, at school, in the nation, everywhere man is engaged in his busy programme of living”.

Theoretical Framework 

Marxist I Economic Theory was propounded by (Graham 2015)


This theory arise to correct the failure of most theories to relate the reality of crime to its overall social structure by employing pluralistic conflict model to analyze the different groups and classes with unequal access to the means of production and political power. Using the dialectical materialism as a spring board, economic infrastructure becomes the basis for the understanding of the other superstructure. The Marxist perspective is concerned with the process of law making, law breaking and enforcement and the contradictions that arises between the “form” and reality.” In addition, this perspective does not see crime as a willful violation ‘of the common good, but the struggle of the isolated individual against the prevailing socio-economic condition. That is to say that, Marxist views crime as a “forced response” to the inequality, socio economic disorder, and system generated by the excesses of the elite in the society. No wonder Richard Quinney (1970) cited in Steven Jones (2001) argued that whatever the physical reality of crime maybe it is the social reality that matters; the process by
which a collective meaning of crime comes to be established and maintained. Thus, people who allow themselves to be trafficked are the product of the creation of the failures on the part of the economic infrastructures that is dictated and governed by the political infrastructure. Similarly, Willem Bonger provides the first deeper insights to crime in relation to economic conditions in his book entitled “criminality and Economic Conditions” (1916). He is of the view that capitalism breeds and encourages egoism and greed rather than altruism. The advantages of the rich, the struggle of the middle class to
make a living and the deprivation of the poor all directed those groups towards egoism. The lower level of the working class in particular has no reason to have altruistic feelings towards those in power. (Stephen 2011) Crime is more prevalent among the lower classes because they have little, if any security in their employment. Moreover, society which encouraged the poor to compete against each other for material gains criminalizes their greed yet does nothing about the greed of the rich (Stephen 2011). The poor are dehumanized, exploited by capitalism, a situation that cause status frustration and forced response in form of crime and revolution. Although Bonger (1916) cited in Stephen (2011) agrees that there are inborn differences between individuals which make
some more liable to commit crimes more than the other, but still maintained that capitalism is the major driving force behind criminality. For us to understand the crime situation in Nigeria, especially financial and economic crime, we have to rely on applying the dialectical principle of Marxism. In this regard, we should understand the
socio-economic factors that create the criminogenic circumstances that make human trafficking to flourish in society’s from a cross-cutting and development point of view.
To put in a different way, we cannot adequately comprehend the prevalence and perversity of trans-border crimes in Nigeria with a special reference to human trafficking in Nigeria without paying attention to the way and manner the social order is organized; the structural opportunities and crimino-genic risk factors created by that order in the form of poverty and unemployment, greed, deprivation, primitive accumulations and lack of accountability and transparency (Abdullahi 2006). This model describes criminal behaviour as the rational response to the contradictions of capitalism. It views organized crime as an integral part of capitalism. No wonder, Roshier (1989) argued that when criminal organization becomes powerful they assume the characteristic of the most insatiable and predatory capitalist enterprise (the mafia in USA is a good example)
where the social order is characterized by the accumulation of wealth on a global scale, inequality, competition and greed. It is against the backdrop of this theoretical construction that human trafficking which is a special brand of crime should be seen as the inner logic of dependant capitalism in Nigeria because it is some, parasitic
elite class or selfish and greedy individuals that traffic humans to accumulate wealth by illegal means supported by “Will” to commit the crime and because of their vantage “opportunity” without any sense of decent morality and indulge in human trade and modern day slavery because of their network that will work to their favour to
evade justice (Exit)
Social Learning Theory:-Operant Condition  was propounded by Albert Bandura in (2007)

Closely related to Sutherland theory of differential association is the work of (Robert Burgess and Robert Aker (2006) popularly called the operant conditioning which is purely a social learning theory (Hugh 2000). According to this theory, certain behaviours are learned because past examples have been rewarded. Thus people
engage in crime because it has been more highly rewarded in the past or present than has other behaviour. Meaning some people become criminals and others do not because all persons do not go through the same socialization process, nor are they exposed to the same non-social situation of reinforcement (Hugh 2000). In fact, this explain why some people choose to traffic and be trafficked while others do not because of whatever
monetary gained as a result of different socialization process and reinforcement we are exposed to. The position of this theory therefore is that people choose to commit and don’t commit crime based on their conviction. The same can be said of those who traffic human, and any other kinds of crime because of their orientation, socialization and moral upbringing that crime is considered a counter-culture, while those that commit crime do
so out of their free will because of the rewards it brings to them and their associates regardless of the pains and danger it poses to the society. In the same way Albert Bandura (2011) cited in Stephen Jones (2001), advanced learning by association which is sometimes called modeling or social learning theory. Social learning theory claimed that behaviour is reinforced not only by reward and punishment as in operant learning, but also by observing the behaviour of others. Bandura (1961) further argued that there are three main aspects of the theory: external reinforcement which is the basis of operant conditioning; vicarious reinforcement which is gained through the observation of other people being reinforced or punished while self reinforcement relates to feeling of pride and achievement.  This argument is substantive enough to explain the crime situation in Nigeria especially in the crime of human trafficking, People through vicarious reinforcement get attracted to crime based on the so called “good life and the assumed wealth” the traffickers is able to throw around to lure unsuspecting individuals, group or even the collaboration by some parents to sending their children/child for trafficking purposes or deterred based on observing other people being reinforced or punished.
In fact, the sharp decline in societal values where people who stole public funds are applauded and branded “the true son of the land” with all manner of questionable titles and awards have eroded the feeling of accountability, transparency, and honest attitudes to hard work among some Nigerian of today. Gone are the days where people frown at ill-gotten wealth or corrupt persons. For those who choose to commit this kind of crime, it is no longer shameful to steal indulge in trafficking. This is partly because people who have been involved in human trafficking and its deals comes back wealthy and distributed money to their kinsmen are named heroes and reward with chieftaincy title and all kinds of awards. This development as perceived by this theory is reinforcement because; the rest people join in the crime to be equally rewarded; thus, the cycle continues. He further observed that the physical skills which are necessary for the commission of a crime are learned from either observing or being taught by others. The nature of this learning together with the physical attributes of the offender determines the type of crime that is carried out. As people (offenders) become more skilled, they are able
to select more appropriate target where they are likely to be successful and avoid detection.

Empirical Studies

Madubuike (2015) conducted a research on the role of Citizenship education   towards the development of citizenship education in post primary schools in the then Anambra State. To achieve that, questionnaire reflecting citizenship characteristics were designed and used. In the study, a total of one hundred and twenty (120) teachers of Citizenship education   and three hundred (300) post primary students were selected from thirty (30) post primary institutions in 15 local government areas in the then Anambra State were involved in the study. The study revealed that, through Citizenship education     students learned and demonstrated good citizenship characteristics in spite of the fact that some teachers were not trained in Citizenship education. Madubuike’s focus was on using Citizenship education   for citizenship training in respect of students. In the present study, the emphasis is on a determination of the extent to which students’ exposure to Citizenship education improved their political awareness for development into effective citizens. Thus the investigator’s expectation was that an effective classroom dispensation of Citizenship education   curriculum in Nigerian secondary schools by qualified teachers could bring about an increase in the level of political awareness and political consciousness amongst students so as to prepare them for effective citizenship development.

 Okam (2011) investigated into the feelings and attitudes of the Grade II Teachers’ College students toward the introduction and teaching of Citizenship education  in schools. The present study is also oriented towards a determination of students’ attitudes to political awareness as a result of their classroom exposure to Citizenship education. The major difference in both studies is that Okam (2011) used final year students Grade II Teachers’ Colleges while J.S.S III students are used in this study. Okam’s (2011) emphasis was on using Citizenship education as an instrument for citizenship to seek the feelings and attitudes of the final year Teachers’ Grade II students in the federation. 

Adekeye (2010) focused on the extent to which the formal teaching and learning of Citizenship education   in JSS has helped to shape the political orientations and attitudes of the students for the purpose of transforming them into enlightened loyal and patriotic citizens. The result of the study revealed that the JSS III students in Nigeria were positive in their political development as demonstrated by their performance in the political socialization cognitive and affective tests. Adekeye’s (2010) work has some bearing on the present study in some ways. Like her work, this study has also used J.S.S III students in the Federation. 

Again, Adekeye’s (2010) study, has also investigated the cognitive and affective orientation of the students to political awareness and political consciousness as a result of their classroom exposure to Citizenship education. However, Adekeye (2010) concentrated on the employment of formal teaching and learning of Citizenship education to shape the political orientations and attitudes of students. The point of departure of the present study when compared to Adekeye’s (2010) study is its emphasis on the psychomotor orientations of students as a result of their classroom exposure to instructions in Citizenship education. In other words, this study is not only hinged on a determination of the extent to which students’ cognitive and affective orientations to a development of political consciousness and political awareness have been enhanced as a result of classroom exposure to instructions in Citizenship education; the work also capitalizes on ascertaining the degree to which students’ psychomotor (skills) orientations have also been enhanced through Citizenship education  not only for an attainment of political awareness and political consciousness but also to be directed to determining the extent to which these learners are being prepared for their future roles as effective citizens who could contribute to nation-building and national development in this country. It is in this direction that this study is designed to make a contribution to knowledge advancement.

Summary of Literature Review 

In summary the study reviews that human trafficking is a threat to human dignity and development of sense of self-worth. It inflicts physical torture and
abuse on the victims and result to ill-health on earth and even death. It is also a direct blow on the human resources of a nation. On the other hand, education is a complex way of life if given to citizens; it will help to find solutions to problems
that affect them. Women education should be promoted and geared towards social, economic, and above all, effective family care and maintenance of happy home, which will lead to a stable family and society at large. Therefore, all hands must be on deck to curb female trafficking, which is regarded to be the fastest growing branch of organized crime in the world.

The theoretical framework, of the study reviews the Constructivist learning theories have their foundations in Piaget’s works on cognitive and developmental and in Bruner’s and Vygostsky’s interactional and cultural perspectives (Driscoll 2004). Constructivist theories of learning assume that the knowledge we acquire about the world is not just a photocopy of the outside world that was put into our heads by some instructional process. Rather, knowledge is actively constructed by the individual, as part of a process of “meaning-making”, in socially, culturally, historically and politically situated contexts. In a constructivist learning environment, students construct their own knowledge and apply it to new tasks, contexts and situation, integrating the new knowledge into their already existing knowledge structures. 


 Finally, the study used the Empirical Studies of Madubuike (2015) conducted a research on the role of Citizenship education   towards the development of citizenship education in post primary schools in the then Anambra State.   Okam (2011) investigated into the feelings and attitudes of the Grade II Teachers’ College students toward the introduction and teaching of Citizenship education   in schools.  Again, Adekeye’s (2010) study, has also investigated the cognitive and affective orientation of the students to political awareness and political consciousness as a result of their classroom exposure to Citizenship education.  

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHOD
Discussion in this chapter centred on the research method and this was done under the following sub-heading. Research Design, area of study, population of the study, sample and sampling techniques, instrument for data collection, validation of instrument, reliability of the instrument, method of data collection, method of data analysis. 

Research Design 

The research design adopted for this study will be a survey design. Survey design according to Iketaku (2011) is one in which a group of people or items are studied by collecting and analyzing data from only a few  items considered to be representative of the entire group. This design is used to elicit different opinions of people on an issue of wide concern. It is a design that enables us to describe a number of decisions which need to be taken regarding the collection of data before ever the data are collected. These decisions must be undertaken through  a systematic or scientific process. 

Area of the Study 

This research will be carried out in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area of Imo   State.  The choice of the area was because of its geographical location and low educational development.  Ehime Mbano is one of the largest Local Government Areas in Imo State, Nigeria. It has an area of 169 square km and a population of 130,931 at the 2006 census projected to be 204,340 people in 2015. The postal code of the area is 472. Ehime Mbano Local Government Area Geo Political is in Okigwe(Imo North) senatorial zone that was carved out of the former Mbano L.G.A. in 1989 with its headquarters at Umuezeala. It is made up of these major clans namely Ehime, Umueze (Umueze I and Umueze II), Agbaja /Umukabia, Akanu/Umuezeala (Umunakanu and Umuezeala), Umualumaku/Umuihim, Nneato Ugwumezi (Umunumo and Nzerem/Ikpem) and Nsu (Ikpe Nsu, Ihite Nsu, Umuakagu Nsu and Umuezeala Nsu) with 29 Autonomous communities. Bounded at the North by Onuimo and at the South by Ahiazu Mbaise and from the East and West by Ihittte/Uboma and Isiala Mbano/Onuimo/Okigwe L.G.As. The local government has 11 electoral wards.

Population of the Study

The population of the study consist of all the secondary school students in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area with the population of 15,675 students in 15 secondary schools in the area.

Source of Data was from Post secondary school management board 2016/2017, (PPSMB) Imo   zonal Office Statistics and Record Office.

Sample and Sampling Techniques 

The simple random sampling techinques  will be adopted for the study to sample 5   government secondary   schools in Ehime Mbano Local Government area of Imo state. 385 secondary school students  will be selected from the selected five schools for the sampling. 77 secondary school students were selected from each  five sampled schools. It will be obtained by using random sampling techniques. The method is balloting without replacement.  The sample size will be arrived out by using the Yaro Yamane formula mathematically.   

Instrument for Data Collection

The instruments for data collection well are   questionnaire. This is simple, clear and specific with two sections. Section A will comprise of the biographic data of the respondents, while section B is for the research questionnaire items.  It is a   four point rating scale which includes: strongly Agree (4), Agree (3), Disagree (2), Strongly Disagree (1).

Validation of the Instrument

The instrument used was validated by three experts two from the faculty of     Education and one expert in the department of measurement and evaluation in Godfrey Okoye Universiity, Enugu. Their corrections were on face and content validity of the instrument. The experts were given a copy of each of the questionnaire.

Reliability of the Instrument 

  In order to determine how reliable the instrument will be, test-retest reliability procedure will be adopted. The two sets of responses will be scored and computed from the data collected from secondary   school students   in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area. Responses will be statistically analyzed using cronbach Alpha, this gives a reliability index of 0.75 indicating that the instrument is reliable.

Method of Data Collection 

The copies of the questionnaires will be administered personally by the researcher to the respondents with the help of 2 research assistants   in order to retrieve a maximum number of the questionnaire issued out. The copies of the questionnaires will be collected back from the respondents after they are filled. 

Method of Data Analysis

Mean statistic will be used for data analysis in order to determine the degree of respondent’s agreement/ disagreement on each of the items in the questionnaire, nominal values will be assigned to the response options as follow:

CHAPTER FIVE

DISCUSSION, SUMMARY, CONCLUSION, AND RECOMMENDATION

This chapter focuses on the discussion of the findings, summary of the study, conclusions drawn from the study, recommendations based on the findings and suggestions for further research.
Discussion of Findings
The study aimed to cover the role of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area.  



Research Question 1: sought to find the roles of citizenship education towards controlling human trafficking in Ehime Mbano Local Government Area? From the findings the study reviews the role of citizenship education which are Establishing  a community education program for the prevention of child abuse and trafficking, Develop awareness raising and educational courses about Hiv and Aids and human trafficking, Train community leaders regarding the manipulation of religious practice in human trafficking, Involve traditional and religious leaders in the fight against trafficking, Train paralegal staff to work in communities to assist trafficked persons.
 
Research Question Two: sought to find the effects of human trafficking among the youth? The findings agrees on the effects of human trafficking which are Loss of lives, Bareness, The spread of sexually transmitted disease such as gonorrhea, syphilis, acquired immune, Poor national image

 
Research Question 3: sought to find the causes of human trafficking on the teenagers. From the findings, the study agreed on the causes of human trafficking which are Greed, Lack of acquisition of meaningful skills, Lack of publicity, and Absence of legislation for apprenticeship system. 

Research Question 4: sought to find the possible difficulties that the society encounters in human trafficking? From the findings the study agreed on the possible difficulties that the society encounters in human trafficking which are Lack of education and ignorance, Inconsistency,  Lack of education, Corruption, and Coordination problems.

Conclusion

The present study aims to investigate association between educational aspect and child trafficking. The study shows that in militancy affected region, lack of educational facilities, ignorance of parents, corporal punishment, dropout of children, no presentation of awareness raising material in school curriculum, and the passive role of media regarding anti-trafficking campaign are associated with and determinants of child trafficking. One of the limitations of the present study is that it does not include opinion of the victims and their families due to certain ethical, legal, and cultural reasons. We hope that in future there will be a way out to address the mentioned data constraint and we will be able to have in-depth look at the issue which is left for the future research.
Recommendations

We suggest the following recommendations in the light of our
findings:

1. Quality and compulsory general and technical education up-to graduation is needed for all children without any discrimination on the basis of gender, ethnicity, and/or religion.
2. Special adult education program  may be initiated to cover those parents who remain illiterate and ignorant.
3. There is a need to train teachers in modern methodologies of teaching. Special emphasis may be given to for treating the children in a civilized and nice way. 
4. Dropout cases may be checked promptly and reasons of it may be overcome on war footing.
5. The curriculum of schools and colleges need to be revised and updated. Courses on social issues may be included with the aim to raise awareness.
6. Media may be sensitized to help community in presenting the actual position of life away from home.
7. Rehabilitative measures by the government in collaboration with the national and international organizations should be initiated which include programs for psychological support and therapy for the vulnerable communities and particularly for the survivors of trafficking.
